S.4 Companies to which this Act applies
(1)
Subject to subsection (2), this Act applies to companies incorporated under the Companies Acts 1931 to 2004 apply, including each of the following —

(a)
a protected cell company within the meaning of the Protected Cell Companies Act 2004;

(b)
an incorporated cell company within the meaning of the Incorporated Cell Companies Act 2010 to which the Companies Acts 1931 to 2004 apply;

(c)
an incorporated cell within the meaning of the Incorporated Cell Companies Act 2010 to which the Companies Acts 1931 to 2004 apply; and

This Act does not apply to a company which is exempt under section 4(2) of the Act.

Exemptions from Act listed under paragraph 3 of the Companies (Beneficial Ownership) (Exemptions) Order 2013 (SD 235/2013).
